RI seeks an energetic, experienced individual to coordinate, implement, monitor, and improve the content of customized capacity strengthening and regional representation activities. Reporting directly to the Project Director, the Project Coordinator will be central to rolling out the regional Condom Social Marketing (CSM) and Capacity Building (CB) project strategies. This position is based in South Africa and requires approximately 33% annual travel in the region.

Responsibilities include, but are not limited to:
Social Marketing

· Supporting coordination of regional social marketing efforts;
· Regular monitoring of progress toward implementation of regional targets (CSM, CB, Condom Procurement);
· Developing and executing regional CSM demand and inventory plans;
· Generating weekly and monthly statistical forecast reports for CSM and CB; 
· Conducting forecasting analyses, to include insuring adherence with forecasting processes and procedures;
· Providing strategic guidance to internal stakeholders regarding regional CSM demand planning, supply chain management, and forecasting;

· Continuously improve CSM forecasting techniques, method, and approach. 
Capacity Building

· Building capacity of regional staff to increase performance in operational areas (budgeting and supply chain management);

· Developing and submitting timely and accurate regional reports, according to donor guidelines;
· Monitoring progress of implementation of regional indicators against global and donor targets;
· Documenting activities to include: report writing, compiling best practice and lessons learned documents, creating program briefs and any additional documentation-related deliverables. 
Minimum Qualifications:
· MBA preferred or Bachelor of Commerce (BCOM) and at least 3 years direct work experience in project management;

· 3+ years experience in supply chain management;
· Demonstrated excellent writing, presentation and organizational skills;
· Extensive spreadsheet analysis, budgeting, and strong mathematical abilities
