Get Tested Without Travelling Far

Knowing your HIV status is now as essential as breathing. The Society for Family Health (SFH) has made it possible for people in Bloemfontein to get tested and know their status immediately with a HIV counselling and testing centre in the heart of the city.
Baeto Mogoera, Site Manager at New Start Bloemfontein comments: “New Start provides citizens with an inexpensive, accessible way to discover their status and work with trained counsellors to come up with a plan to live long and be strong, whether they test positive or negative.”
“We have a strict confidential policy. No names are asked or taken. New Start clients meet with trained professionals who offer them counselling and information about HIV and AIDS. After a counselling session the client is accompanied to the lab, where a trained, professional tester uses the ‘finger prick’ method to draw blood from their finger. And a short while later the client finds out their status,” says Mogoera.
If a client tests negative, their counsellor will discuss ways in which they can make certain that they do not put themselves at risk in the future by adjusting their sexual lifestyle and practices. 

If the client tests positive a New Start counsellor will advise the client on ways in which they can manage their life and remain healthy. The counsellor will further refer positive clients to post test care and support services including ARV therapy.

The centre is open from 8am until 6pm Monday to Friday and from 8am until 2pm on Saturdays. No appointment is necessary and the fee is only R25.
